WATERCOLOR POURING WORKSHOP

Materials List
 - 16x20 stretched Arches 140lb cold-pressed watercolor paper (or similar artist's

    quality paper)                           

- Watercolor board - wood or hard foam board for stapling paper

   (or a 16x20 canvas and wrap the watercolor paper around the canvas)

 - Heavy duty stapler with 3/8” staples to staple paper down

 - 1½” masking tape (I use the blue) for taping the edges of the paper

 - A large container for clean water

- Spritz bottle – Windex type

- Pencil for drawing your landscape

- Winsor & Newton artist masking fluid (do not buy permanent masking)

- Gum eraser (to remove masking)  

 - #12, 8, 4 round brushes and a rigger for fine details

 - Scrubber brush or flat bristle brush and a toothbrush for scrubbing

 - 4-5 white saucers, plates or small cups to mix pigment for pouring & mixing

 - Paper towels or small sponge to clean up wet areas

 - Large towel or plastic to cover your work area/table

 - Salt shaker with table or kosher salt (for texturing)

 - Hair dryer to speed up the process

 - pliers to open watercolor tubes
